Now this is a work that's different, new, and skewed all in one charming and well-presented package.
Love is also a charming and well-penned work, lovingly presented. 

Another of the Festival's highlights (because it goes into generally unexplored territory) is Love by Betty Shamieh, a monologue about a Jordanian prince (portrayed by Fattouche from the Fraser play) attending college in America. Here, the performer maneuvers deftly between characters (ranging from the prince to a Valley girl‑like student) as the play reveals the racism among Arabs that extends from the Middle East to this country.
